The Licencee shall develop, and provide for the approval of the Director, within 90 days of the date of this
Licence, a program to mitigate against any increased road dust levels arising from increased traffic to and from
the development.

. The Licencee shall not cause or permit a noise nuisance to be created as a result of the operation of the

Development, and shall take such steps as the Director may require to eliminate or mitigate a noise nuisance.

. The Licencee shall not cause or permit a odour nuisance to be created as a result of the operation of the

Development, and shall take such steps as the Director may require to eliminate or mitigate a odour nuisance.

. The Licencee shall not operate the bean cleaner unless the emissions from this process:

a. are directed to a fully operational air pollution control devise(s); and
b. after being directed to the air pollution control devise(s) are in compliance with
limits, terms and conditions of this Licence.

. The Licencee shall ensure that no bean seeds are stored on the ground outside the p plant and that any

bean material spilled during loading/unloading operations are promptly cle

. The Licencee, at the request of the Director, shall conduct soil, air{8ia nt), ground water, surface

water or noise monitoring at or adjacent to the Development.

The Licencee shall have each soil, air, or water sample collected lause 9 of this Licence, analyzed
by an accredited laboratory using methods approved by thegRirecte apy analytes as may be specified by the
Director.

The Licencee shall submit a copy of the sampling ith analytical results as specified pursuant to
Clauses 9 and 10 of this Licence, to the Director wi of the completion of the sampling program.

The Licencee, subject to obtaining an Environment Officer, shall immediately dispose of any

contaminated material in ac pproval.

The Licencegfs (1) year prior to closure of the facility, for the approval of the Director, a
formal det3 gmmissieaing Plan for the facility.
The Licencee sha plement, on closure of the facility, the approved Decommissioning Plan.

REVIEW AND REVOCATION

If, in the opinion of the Director, the Licencee has exceeded or is exceeding or has or is failing to meet the
specifications, limits, terms, or conditions set out in this Licence, the Director may, temporarily or permanently,
revoke this Licence.

If construction of the development is not commenced within three years of the date of this Licence, the Licence
IS revoked.

If, in the opinion of the Director, new evidence warrants a change in the specifications, limits, terms, or
conditions of this Licence, the Director may require the filing of a new proposal pursuant to Section 10 of The
Environment Act.
