
 
 
 

Conservation and Water Stewardship has received a proposal pursuant to The Environment Act 
regarding the following operation and invites public participation in the review process: 
 
DAUPHIN RIVER FIRST NATION - FACULTATIVE LAGOON – FILE: 5774.00 
 
A proposal was filed by JR Cousin Consultants Ltd. on behalf of Dauphin River First Nation for 
the construction and operation of a wastewater treatment lagoon on NE 27-34-05 WPM, 
approximately 1.5 km southwest of the Dauphin River First Nation Community Centre.  The new 
facility will consist of a two cell clay-lined facultative lagoon.  The treated effluent from the 
lagoon will be discharged between June 15th and November 1st to a drainage ditch flowing to the 
Dauphin River and eventually into Lake Winnipeg.
