Assembly is not then in session, within 15 days of the commencement of the next session.  
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Report to include information on restricted licences 

279.1(6.2) The report under subsection (6.1) must set out the number of restricted licences 

issued during the fiscal year and the number of those licences that permit the holder to drive an 

employer's motor vehicle in accordance with subsection (1.4).
